The theme of the North windows is the 
spreading of the word by apostles of 
Christ: Paul (Saul of Tarsus), Martin 
Luther, John Calvin and John Knox.  
Surrounding each of these figures are 

images of things or events that 
profoundly impacted their ministry, and 

led them to the reformed church 
movement we celebrate today.��

Paul represents the early church and its 
defining moments as a “Christian” 

movement, not just a Jewish sect; the 
others represent the Protestant 
Reformation whose theme was  
Faith Alone, Grace Alone, and  

Scripture Alone.��

The theme of these three full windows is 

Christ and His disciples. 
 

The nimbus around the head recognizes 
people as persons of unusual piety, 

emblematic of sanctity. 
 

Under the depiction of Christ is the Chi-
Rho Symbol for The Christ or Messiah.  

This is made up of the Cross, and the first 
and last letters of the Greek alphabet, the 

Alpha and Omega symbols – this for 
Christ as He is the first and the last, the 

beginning and the end.��

The theme of these three full windows 

is Christ and His disciples.��
 

The top panes of glass, on the left and 
right, show the four gospel writers 

Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. The 
wings on their symbols represent the 
four winged creatures of Ezekiel and 

Revelation. Under the four gospel 
writers are the crests of each of the 

other original disciples, except that of 
Judas, who is shown on the North

The theme of the two east facing Chancel 
windows is biblical, ecumenical and 

catholic in nature.��
 

The tops of the windows show the 
relationship of God and the Nation of 

Israel, and the presence of the Holy Spirit 
with us. 

 
The bottom windows feature the 
Protestant churches that share the 

common covenants and sacraments, and 
the symbol of the Presbyterian Church 

(USA). 

 

 
 

The large balcony window was installed in 
1962, and the smaller balcony stairwell 

windows were installed in 1968 at the Walnut 
Hill Presbyterian (USA) Church, in the 

Walnut Hills neighborhood of Cincinnati.  In 
2003, after an attempt to keep the old building 

from being demolished failed, the windows 
were salvaged by the ACME Wrecking 
Company of Cincinnati, OH.  Robert C. 

Collins Jr. Stained Glass Window Studio of 
Hamilton, OH refurbished the old glass and 
created new glass for the Crestview design.
