2009 has been an incredible year for the Youth &fli@is here at
Crestview, as we have seen God at work transformimgstudents into people
of faith that truly have a heart to go out and e€ithe least of these.” Back in
the spring over 30 students took part in the 30rH@mine in which they fasted
for 30 hours in order to raise money through Wafision for children around
the world who are starving to death. Our studétds the expectations out of
the water by raising over $8000, which we laternfbwut was one of the
highest in the nation!

Over the summer the Junior
High students took part in the week long
Summer of Service event put on through Vineyard Qamity
Church and during this week God really challenged students
to serve those right around them here in Cincinregtiwell as
them learning to be open and discerning to what @ay be
showing them at any given moment. Following tltie Senior
High went on a mission trip to Louisville in whichweek was
spent serving the elderly and the homeless, andstudents
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learned that they are called to use their freednaetve one another in love.

Our weekly groups have continued at a steady paitle,about 30 Senior High students being
involved in either Encounter on Tuesday nightsraal$ groups on Sunday nights, and about 20 Junior
High students being involved in either Factory dmuiday nights or confirmation classes on Sunday
mornings. The addition of JT Tarter helping todleaorship at Encounter has been a wonderful
supplement to this ministry as well. Also, we wereited to have confirmed the baptism of 9 of &lir
graders last spring, which was a huge milestonedrspiritual development of these students.

Jeff Johnson has continued to serve as the EldeYdath Ministries,
along with Mimi Schleitweiler as the Junior Highane Leader and Lisa Wood
as the Senior High Team Leader. These three, alwitlg all of our
confirmation teachers, small group leaders, En@uleiaders and trip leaders
have continued to play a huge role as they saerdfcheir time to invest in the
lives of our young people. Ministry to collegedgats has begun to take shape
as well, under the leadership of Pam Pockras. Reworked on sending care
packages out to Crestview graduates, organizingddnolget-togethers, and
visiting students, as well as beginning to focustloa transition from high
school to college and what we can do to keep oudesits connected and
growing with God.
As 2010 already begins to fly past, we are
EXTREMEMLY excited about the opportunity that 10 ofir
senior high students, along with 5 college studamid 6 adults
will be taking in going on a service and visiompttd Laos this
summer. This trip has the potential to be liferding for all
involved, and will hopefully expand the vision ofl af us at
Crestview to look at “the least of these” on a wailde scale.
We also plan to attend the Summer of Service agatim both
Senior and Junior High students, as well as nunserather
retreats, fun outreach events and service opptigarthroughout
the year. It seems that God has been moving irivtes of our
students particularly strongly in recent weeks, motwhich was
initiated at our Winter Retreat. We're exciteds&e this momentum continue to lead us into 2010.
Overall, this is but a mere highlight of all of tlmeaningful events, trips and activities our
students have taken part in during this past yearto mention the countless immeasurable hounstspe
in life-shaping discussions amongst themselvesvetid leaders. It is our desire that our studemts ¢
follow Paul’s teachings in 1 Timothy in that thegdh't let anyone look down on you because you are
young, but set an example for the believers.” Wy phat they can be an example to all of us adiv
lived seeking to serve Christ and share His lowd tie world around us, both near and far.

Resource Management Team

Finances: In a year which has been so difficularicially for so many, Crestview has been
incredibly blessed. At the beginning of the yea mvade some significant cuts to our planned
operating budget. Through the year the Lord hasiged for us through his people so that we
ended the year at virtually the exact point forehhive had planned.

We have two portions to our budget: operatiors @pital (building.) In our operating
budget in 2009 we received $766,039 against expesfs®/76,587. Our building fund received
$201,391 against mortgage payments of $163,260.

Communications: The new church web site is now ingnwvith more than 600 different people
per month visiting it for an average of more thaw times per month. We are having new
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people visit who have expressed the fact that spegifically come because of what they saw on
the website.

Our database now has a little over 1,300 peopie i©f these we have nearly 600 e-mail
addresses which we use to send special e-mail asements and information to the people of
Crestview.

Anticipated 2010 projects: We will focus on twarpary areas. In the area of providing more
opportunities for service we hope to find ways torenfully implement our database technology
both for communication and for enabling peopleinal fvays to serve the Lord. In the financial
area we have begun a project to implement the fadiSteward Endowment Fund which will
encourage people to take a long-term look at usieg resources for the Lord.

Building & Grounds Team

Painting & Landscaping: During 2009 the Building@ounds team was able to continue its
efforts to upgrade the condition of the facilitieEhe entire exterior of the church was repainted
and several landscaping projects have been cordplete

Green Technology: We were able to take advantageroe significant rebate offers for making
the building more “green” including the installati@of window film in several areas of the
church to gain better control of our air conditimgicosts and the replacement of all old
florescent fixtures with new ballasts and bulbsis lanticipated that the impact on utility costs
will recover our initial outlay in just over one ae This project was possible only because of
the tremendous help given by a large group of mendtall the materials.

Families with Young Children: Victory Village ime of the more obvious building changes that
has come a long way toward completion this yearhis Teffort, we believe, has a direct
contribution toward the church’s priority of reaghiyoung families with children.

Anticipated projects for 2010: will include theptacement of the oldest carpeting in the south
facing rooms of the Educational wing along with tdaepet in the Middle Sanctuary narthex and
hallway. Additional interior painting and improvents are also anticipated.
